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LICENSE REVIEW COMMITTEE MINUTES
April 13, 2021


The regular meeting of the License Review Committee for the City of Monona was called to order by Chairman Wood at 4:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion by Mr. Kimmell, seconded by Ms. Mueller to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2021 License Review Committee meeting, was carried.

APPEARANCES and UNFINISHED BUSINESS

There were no Appearances or Unfinished Business.

NEW BUSINESS

Chairman Wood explained the Committee review process to those present.  As Mr. Ford had not yet arrived, members agreed to move the following item forward in the agenda to accommodate those present.

Community Resource Officer Reynolds provided information on Ms. DeNoble’s Operator License application, including that her driver license has been revoked.  Ms. DeNoble provided information and stated she didn’t complete the program the first time and has until July 1 to get her license back.  She provided City Clerk Andrusz with her new address.  Mr. Ley provided information on Ms. DeNoble’s work hours.  After discussion:

A motion by Mr. Kimmell, seconded by Ms. Mueller to approve the 2020/2022 Operator License Application For Taylor H. DeNoble, 5119 Brookfield Parkway, Madison, Wisconsin 53718, was carried.

Community Resource Officer Reynolds provided information on Mr. Ford’s Operator License application.  The serious charges, one a felony, are uncommon; it is an open case with a trial scheduled on April 29.  Mr. Ford did a good job at his previous employment and all contacts with Police were positive.  Mr. Ford described the incident.  He has a lawyer and is contesting the charges.  Ms. Buol described Mr. Ford as wonderful with customers and a hard worker.

A motion by Ms. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Forward to approve the 2020/2021 Operator License Application For Brian K. Ford, 265 Langdon Street, Madison, Wisconsin 53703, was carried.
Ms. Klinge reported that Race Day Events are starting up their operations.  Participates of the May 1st Lake Monona 20K race will be coming to the East Side Club afterwards for beverages outside.  Most will finish before noon.  Mr. Ellingsen reported the race starts at 9:00 a.m.; the first finishers will be at 10:00 to 10:15 a.m.  Most probably won’t be ready to come to the East Side Club until noon, but some might, so they want to be able to accommodate them.  This race usually ends at Winnequah Park, but to adhere to social distancing rules they will congregate at three different locations.  City Clerk Andrusz explained this variance will require City Council approval; it will be under New Business on the April 19 Agenda with immediate action requested.  Ms. Klinge and Mr. Ellingsen were invited to attend via Zoom.

A motion by Mr. Kimmell, seconded by Mr. Forward to approve the May 1, 2021 Tiki Bar Opening Hour Variance For The East Side Club, 3735 Monona Drive, Monona, Wisconsin 53714, was carried.

Ms. Klinge stated that the East Side Club would like the opening hour of the outdoor Tiki Bar changed permanently to 11:00 a.m. on Saturday and Sunday.  There are more run and bicycle groups that start early.  In addition, there is an increased number of weddings with outdoor ceremonies, sometimes more than one per day, that start at noon, so there is a need to open earlier.

Mr. Kimmell questioned whether the apartment complex next door has been notified.  There were noise complaints in the past.  Communication between the Club and the apartment residents was supposed to remain open.  Chair Wood stated most of the complaints were at night; adding time at night would be more of an issue than an earlier starting time.  He doesn’t think the City Council will oppose this.  Community Resource Officer Reynolds reported every noise complaint the Department has received has been unsubstantiated; noise moves with the wind.  He has a good working relationship with the Club and has no issue with this change.  City Clerk Andrusz reported she will put this on the April 19 City Council Agenda for a first read, not immediate action.  Ms. Klinge is welcome to attend that meeting via Zoom.  Per City Planner Doug Plowman, the one-time variance is ok without review, but a permanent change needs Plan Commission approval; it will be possible to have it on a May meeting Agenda.  Ms. Klinge should contact the City Planner.  In addition, the East Side Club license condition to have cameras installed has been accomplished and Community Resource Officer Reynolds verified they are providing video as requested.

· The Licensee shall install a maintain the existing security camera system by September 30, 2013 subject to review and approval as approved by the Chief of Police.
